Mt. San Giorgio and its fossil treasures.

In 2003, the Swiss side of Mt. San Giorgio at 1’097 m (3,599 ft.) above sea
level was declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site for its fossil treasures from
the Triassic period, about 230 million years ago. In 2010, the Italian side of the
mountain was also included on the UNESCO World Heritage list. A geological
loop trail, going through both Switzerland and ltaly, leads visitors through the
geological and paleontological aspects of the region. On the Swiss side the tralil
is 12.3 km (7.6 mi.) long and starts in Meride, Brusino Arsizio or Riva San Vitale.
